INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Jor mounting on a concrete surface
{ Also on brick, stone, or steel }

NOTE: Unless an 8"X 8" hole 18" deep is drilled through this surface, making
an in-ground installation possible, the following rounting option does not
allow for the use of "break-away" bolts. Unless requested prior to ship-
ment, the anchor bolts described below are not furnished and must be

purchased at your local hardware store.

STEP 1 > Stand vault upright in desired position, making sure it's level.

Important: Before starting this procedure the mount must
be removed from the main frame!

+

STEP2 > With the mount & trays removed, open rear deor and mark

exact position of the 4 holes in the vault's floor onto the con-
crete surface.

STEP3 = > Using a one half-inch masonry bit, drili the 4 corresponding
holes 3" deep into the surface exactly as marked.

STEP 4 > Re-position the vault making sure that all 4 holes in the floor
line up with the 4 drilled surface holes.

STEP 5 > Insert a 1/2" X 3.5" concrete anchor bolt into each hole and
tighten, making sure each goes full depth through the surface!
